Shielded twisted pair cabling acts as a conducting shield by covering the four pairs of signal-
carrying wires as a means to reduce electromagnetic interference.

e Unshielded twisted pair(UTP):

UTP cables are mostly used for LAN networks. They can be used for voice, low-speed data
,high-speed data, audio and paging systems, and building automation and control systems.
UTP cable can be used in both the horizontal and backbone cabling systems.

Q3.What Is Difference Between Baseband And Broadband Transmission?

e The major difference between broadband transmission and baseband transmission
is that the baseband transmission uses the complete bandwidth for transmitting the
signals and occupy the whole cable while in broadband transmission, at the same
time, multiple signals can be transmitted using multiple frequencies using only one
channel.
